¥Make sure your child carries a flashlight, glow stick or has reflective tape on 

their costume to make them more visible to cars.  

¥Explain to children the difference between tricks and vandalism and the 

repercussions of their actions.  

¥If Trick-or-Treating without an adult, have your children go with a group,  itôs 

safer and fun. 

¥Halloween is a good time to review Stranger Safety with your 

child.  Make sure they know there is never a good time to go into a 

strangers home or car.

The time is fast approaching to begin taking a 

look at how to ready your home for winter.  Here

1. Disconnect, drain, and put away all hoses from outside faucets. 

2. Close all foundation vents except for 2.  Make sure the 2 open vents are 

across from each other. Some airflow is necessary even during winter months. 

3. Clean or replace furnace filters. Dirty filters block warm airflow  causing the 

furnace to work harder and less economical. 

4. Put away or cover patio furniture, this will keep metals and fabrics from 

wearing out quickly. 

5. Check weather stripping & caulking around doors and windows and fix if 

needed.  This will keep the cold air out and the warm air in!
