your wallet or purseò 

 With recent flooding and fallen trees, we have 

had to rescue stranded drivers in their cars who tried to cross the high waters 

and were swept away.  It only takes about 2 feet of running 

water to sweep your vehicle away.  The Sherriff's office and 

ODOT will pursue vehicle drivers for rescue costs and may 

impose additional fines.  Please  drive safely during dangerous 

conditions and adhere to all warnings and closures. 

 With recent snow and ice  on the ground, please 

remember that you cannot ride your ATV’s and 

tow individuals behind your vehicle.  This was a large problem in the Arbor 

Village last year.  Banks Police Department will start citing individuals if it hap-

pens again this year.  Towing anyone behind your car is reckless endanger-

ment and is an arrestable offense. 

 Unexpected events can happen at any time and 

in order to be prepared below are some tips on 

putting together a “Home Survival Kit.”  Begin by using a waterproof container, 

such as a 10 gallon Tupperware container in which a lid seals tightly to pre-

vent moisture from entering.  Place a small amount of non-perishable foods 

inside that can be eaten without being cooked.  We suggest small snacks and 

bottled water.  Add candles, waterproof matches, and one or more flashlights 

(don’t forget extra batteries).  LED flashlights can run longer on normal batter-

ies or consider a hand cranked flashlight, which are now available that give 

you 1 hour of use for 1 minute of hand cranks.  A small first-aid kit is also im-

portant to have as well a couple of blankets.  Use blankets to keep warm 

verses running natural gas stoves or electric stoves which 

could cause carbon monoxide poisoning or fire.  However a 

natural gas fireplace will continue to run if it is lit before a 

power loss.  Electricity is only needed to ignite the fireplace, 

but it will continue run once the power goes out.  Consider 

enough supplies in your kit for all the members in your 

household, including your pets.
